The Kumbh Mela is a massive and immensely vibrant peaceful congregation of pilgrims from across the 

worldand is held in rotation on the banks of River Ganga in Haridwar, confluence of River Ganga, 

Yamuna and Saraswathi (Sangam) in Prayagraj, River Godavari in Nasik and River Shipra in Ujjain.  

Millions of pilgrims from all over the country travel long distance to participate in the Mela. 

The Maha Kumbh Mela at Haridwar is held every twelve years. The last Maha Kumbh Mela in Haridwar 

was held in 2010 while an Ardh Kumbh Mela was held in 2016.The exact date of the Mela is 

determined by a distinct set of astrological positions. Accordingly, the next Haridwar Maha Kumbh Mela 

shall be held in the year 2021 tentatively between 11
th
 March and27

th
 April 2021. 

The huge inflow of pilgrims over the Mela Period presents major challenges particularly in terms of 

handing the exponential increase in demand of key civic services. The Government of Uttarakhand has 

been taking up various initiatives for development of infrastructure for the safety, security, hygiene and 

convenience of the pilgrims.  

The 2021 Kumbh Mela in Haridwar shall be managed by THE MELA ADHIKARI, HARIDWAR KUMBH 

2021 (hereinafter called “Client”/Authority/Employer). The Client desires to take up a project for 

providing miscellaneous items in the Mela Area on a rental basis.

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3 Terms of reference 

3.1 A. General 

The Kumbh Mela at Haridwar is held every twelve years. The last Kumbh Mela in 

Haridwar was held in 2010 while an Ardh Kumbh Mela was held in 2016. The exact date 

of the Mela is determined by a distinct set of astrological positions. The Mela is now 

scheduled to commence from 11th March 2021 to 27th April 2021. 

The Project area identified for implementation of the Haridwar Kumbh Mela, 2021 spans 

over 156.94sq.km across four districts namely Haridwar, Dehradun, Tehri Garhwal and 

Pauri Garhwal. It flanks over 40km length of Ganga and is essentially linear in nature 

The Terms of Reference (the “TOR”) and the scope of the Bidder for this assignment are 

specified hereinafter. 

B.  Scope of Work 

The Scope of Work shall include Supply,of Miscellaneous items to be used daily at the 

Different tents made for the Officials as well at the Common Facility centres , Cooking 

Area , Normal cleaning equipment, Bathing Area etc. which includes Bathing things, 

Cooking utensils and other equipment, electrical fittings etc. 

The bidder should ensure that materials supplied is of good quality in proper quantity 

mentioned the BoQ. 

The bidder is also required to carry out the replacement and repair of the supplied item in 

case of damage or unusable during the Mela Period. 

C. Change of Quantity: 

The final number of units shall be determined by the Client keeping in mind the then 

prevalent pandemic conditions and other planning consideration. In view of the same, the 

above actual numbers of units proposed to be taken on rental may change as per the 

decision of the Client.In the event of increase or decrease in the number of units, the 

payment to the bidder will be made according to the actual number of units taken by the 

Client. There will be no change in the unit rates for the variation. However, such variation 

in quantity shall be up to a maximum of +/-25% of the tentative quantity mentioned above 

and shall be at the sole decision of the Client. The Bidder by submitting the Bid agrees to 

abide by the same. 

D. Replacement and Repair 

a) Complete replacement of the supplied item in case if it is irreparable or damage 

or repair in case it is repairable by the contractor during the Mela period. The 

decision of the Employer shall be final in this regard. 

b) Supply Schedule to venue and details of the work plan should be provided to the 

Client prior to commencement of Supply. 

c) Use of sub-standard materials and equipment must not be used.  

d) Routine supervision and maintenance to be undertaken.. Damaged items or any 

damaged part of the item shall be replaced or repaired instantly on such event. 
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For this purpose, it is advised that the Bidder maintains sufficient inventory of 

similar parts for uninterrupted replacement and repairing services ..  

e) The Bidder should have or should setup a centralized Go down / Warehouse 

within 10 days from the issue of LOA, near to the major camping sectors for 

maintaining the inventory and  providing quick service as and when required by 

the Client or his Authorized Representatives, with requisite back up materials. 

The space for warehouse will be provided by the client on request by the 

successful bidder for any available location and rental for the same space shall 

be charged 

E. Team 

The bidder shall be responsible for over all management of the items supplied during the project. 

As a minimum requirement it shall deploy at least one project in charge and 4 Supervisors at site.  

3.2 Availability of Stock 

The Bidder shall provide certification-evidencing 100% of the quantity of materials available with 

the bidder for the total requirement of miscellaneous items as stipulated in the BoQ.  

Material Supply: The L1 Bidder shall ensure the proper stock and type of the materials, as 

mentioned in the technical specification and bill of quantities is readily available in the store/go 

down which shall be verified by the Client‟s Representative. 

 

3.3 Payment schedule, deliverables, timelines 

On the request of the bidder the client may consider providing mobilization advance of 10% of the 

contract price value against unconditional/irrevocable bank guarantee from a 

Nationalised/Scheduled commercial Bank. Such guarantee shall be for a value of 110% of the 

advance. The payment towards the mobilization advance shall be adjusted in the upcoming 

payment schedule. 

The advance payment shall be repaid with interest @ State Bank of India Benchmark Prime 

Lending Rate applicable on the date of release of mobilization advance by deducting from 

payments otherwise due to the Contractor. The bank guarantee shall be in the amount and in the 

currency of the advance payment. The advance shall be recovered in proportion to the payment 

made to the contractor. The interest accrued on the advance shall be recovered with every 

payment. The BG shall be valid 60 days beyond the Mela Period. 

The Contractor is to use the advance payment only to pay for Equipment, Plant, Materials, and 

mobilization expenses required specifically for execution of the Contract. The Contractor shall 

demonstrate that advance payment has been used in this way by supplying copies of invoices or 

other documents to the Client.

1. The payment is subject to onsite verification of supply by Client or its authorized 

representatives. 

2. Payment for the services shall be based on performance and quality of the services. The 

Bidder shall submit the invoice for the services performed in adherence to the payment 

milestones. 

3. The Payment shall be increased or decreased  on pro rata basis in case the number of 

days of the Rental Period increase or decrease as per the price quoted for the rental 

period. 

4. The Bidder‟s quote for the Project shall be for Rental Period. 

3.4 Review and monitoring of the Contractorôs work 

a) The Client or his engineer or any agency appointed by the Client will check and verify the 

quality and quantity of supply being carried out by the Contractor on sample basis during 

or before the Mela period as on ordered random basis. Necessary action will be taken on 

the bidder thereof in-case of any compromise in the performance , quantity and quality of 

the supply. 

b) Client‟s representatives shall counter-verify that the requested material has been 

supplied to the identified location in presence of the contractors site representative. 

c) The contractor shall provide weekly report of the orders received and his compliance to 

the same. 

3.5 Safety 

i. Contractor shall provide all required safety measures. All necessary personal safety 

equipment as considered adequate by client should be kept available for the use of the 

person employed/deployed on the site and maintained in a hygienic condition to make it   

suitable for immediate use, and the contractor should take adequate steps to ensure 

proper use of equipment by the persons working at site deployed by him. 

ii. No materials/equipment at any of the site(s) shall be so stacked or placed as to cause 

danger or inconvenience to any person or the public.  

iii. All contractor‟s personnel deployed in the project must be daily tested for temperature 

and symptoms and sanitized at regular intervals. All procedure and precautions as 

directed by the concerned authorities from time to time must be followed by the 

contractor without exception. In case of development of any symptoms, the personnel 

must be promptly put in isolation and given treatment as applicable. Replacement must 

be provided for such personnel within 24 hours. 

iv. Authority may require, when necessary, medical examination of workers. 
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v. The bidder must periodically inspect the facilities and ensure stability of the facilities, 

including but not limited to structural stability. 

vi. All steps shall be taken to prevent danger to persons employed from risk of fire or 

explosion or flooding.  

3.6 Removal of Items: 

Before any with-drawl of items supplied, the authorised representative of the client shall be 

informed and after the completion of the with-drawl of items , and the site must be handed over to 

the client without any damage. The Removal shall be completed within 15 days from the 

completion of Mela Period. 

3.7 Penalty 

1. In case material is found in deviation to the requirement mentioned in the RFP, and is not 

replaced within 2 hours after the complaint, the vendor will be fined INR 15000 per day, 

until the issue is resolved 

2.  If any damaged item is not replaced within 2 hours after the complaint is made, the 

vendor will be fined twice the per day rental rate of that particular item. 

3. All penalties and LD shall be capped at 10% contract value. 

3.8 Correction of defects 

The Client‟s Representative shall give notice to the Contractor of any Defects during supply& 

maintenance phase of the items.  

Every time notice of a Defect is given, the Contractor shall correct the notified Defect within the 

length of time specified herein this RFP document. Failure of Client‟s Representative to give 

notice to the contractor will not absolve the contractor of its responsibility to be carried out under 

this RFP. 

3.9 Uncorrected defects 

If the Contractor has not corrected a Defect within the specified time. Penalty shall be imposed by 

the Client. If any damaged item is not replaced within 2 hours after the complaint is made, the 

vendor will be fined twice the per day rental rate of that particular item. 

3.10 Indemnity 

It shall be deemed that by submitting the bid, the bidder agrees and releases the Client its 

employees agents and advisors, irrevocably, unconditionally, full and  finally from any and all 

liability for claims, losses, damages, costs, expenses or liabilities in any way related to or arising 

from the exercise of any rights and/or performance of any obligations hereunder, pursuant hereto 

and/or in connection herewith and waives any and all rights and/or claims it may have in this 

respect whether actual or contingent, whether present or future.  
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4 Selection criteria 

4.1 Eligibility criteria

Bidder shall submit work completion certificate to meet the criteria mentioned 

above. The Bidder shall indicate the value of the order executed by him/them 

together with the details of name of the party, order value, scope of work / 

component breakup, completion period stipulated in the order and actual 

completion period. The completion certificate, awarded by the client should have a 

mention of start date, date of completion and value of the work executed by the 

Bidder.  

Note: Only copy of work order / letter of award / letter of work agreement alone 

shall not suffice Bidders claim for executing the ñSimilarò work. Submitting 

completion certificate from the client on its letterhead along with supporting 

documents, as mentioned above, is mandatory to qualify. 

9.  Any entity which has been barred by the Central Government, any State 

Government, a statutory Employer or a public sector undertaking, or International 

Funding Agency (World Bank, ADB, JICA etc.), as the case may be, from 

participating in any project, and the bar subsists as on the Bid submission date, 

would not be eligible to submit Bid.  

(An undertaking as per form 5) 

10.  The Bidder should have, during the last three years, neither failed to perform on 

any agreement, as evidenced by imposition of a penalty by an arbitral or judicial 

authority or a judicial pronouncement or arbitration award against the Bidder, nor 

been expelled from any project or agreement nor have had any agreement 

terminated for breach by such Bidder. An undertaking (Self Certificate) is to be 

submitted for the same.

11.  Declaration by the bidder – Annexure VI 

 

Notes: The (project) experiences that would be claimed by the Bidder against any criteria for 

technical evaluation must have been executed as the primary/lead Bidder by the Bidder‟s legal 

entity submitting the bid for this RFP.  Extension work orders on an existing project will not be 

counted as separate projects.  All experiences should be from India. 

4.2 Evaluation 

4.2.1 Technical evaluation: 

The Bidders who meet the criteria listed in clause 4.1 above shall be the “Technically Qualified ñ 

Bidders and their stock verification will be done by the Client, then only financial bid will be 

opened. In the event, the bidder is not able to substantiate availability of stock as mentioned in 

clause 3.2 above – Availability of Stock, then the bids of such bidders will not be considered for 

the next stage 
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4.2.2 Financial evaluation: 

Financial proposals (as per form 7) shall be opened for only the Technically Qualified Bidders.  

Bidders shall be required to quote rates for the complete scope of work. 

The Bidder shall quote on item rate basis against the items mentioned in the BoQ. 

The Bidder who has quoted lowest rate, shall be declared as the L1 Bidder for the project.

4.4 Signing of Contract

5.1.2 Proposal preparation cost 

5.1.2.1 The Bidders shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of the Proposal.  

Client will not be responsible and liable for any costs, regardless of the conduct or outcome of the 

Proposal/process. 

5.1.2.2 Bidders are required to submit their respective Proposals after visiting the office of the Client and 

ascertaining for themselves the availability of documents and other data with the Client, 

Applicable Laws and regulations or any other matter considered relevant by them.  By submitting 

the bid, the bidder acknowledges that it has submitted the bid after careful evaluation and 

understanding of ground conditions and applicable rules and regulations 

5.1.2.3 All papers submitted with the Proposal are neither returnable nor claimable. 

5.1.3 Right to accept and reject any or all the Proposals 

5.1.3.1 Notwithstanding anything contained in this RFP, Client reserves the right to accept or reject any 

Proposal and to annul the bidding process and reject all the Proposals, at any time without any 

liability or any obligation for such acceptance, rejection or annulment, without assigning any 

reason. 

5.1.3.2 Client reserves the right to reject any Proposal At any time, a material misrepresentation is made 

or discovered,  

5.1.3.3 Bidders are encouraged to acquaint themselves fully about the assignment and the local 

conditions before submitting the RFP Proposal by paying a visit to the Client and the Project site, 

sending written queries to the Client, and attending a Pre-Proposal Conference.  

5.1.3.4 Bidders requiring any clarification on the RFP may send their queries to the Client in writing 

before the date mentioned in the Schedule of bidding process.  The queries will be sent only by 

email at the mail id provided in communications details in the Data Sheet with subject clearly 

written the following identification: 

“Queries/Request for Additional Information concerning RFP to undertake [•].” 

5.1.3.5 The Client shall endeavour to respond to the queries within the period specified therein but no 

later than [7] [(seven) days] prior to the Proposal Due Date. The responses will be uploaded on 

the Official Website.  

5.1.3.6 The Client reserves the right not to respond to any queries or provide any clarifications, in its 

sole discretion, and nothing in this Clause 5.1.3 shall be construed as obliging the Client or his 

Authorised Representatives to respond to any question or to provide any clarification. 
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5.1.4 Amendment of the RFP 

5.1.4.1 At any time prior to the Proposal Due Date, the Client, for any reason, whether at its own 

initiative or in response to a clarification requested by eligible Bidder/s, may modify the RFP by 

issuance of an corrigendum. Such amendments shall be uploaded on the e-procurement website 

http:/ /www.uktenders.gov.in through a corrigendum and form an integral part of the e-

bid/Proposal document. The relevant clauses of the e-bid/Proposal document shall be treated as 

amended accordingly. It shall be the sole responsibility of the prospective Bidder to check the 

above-mentioned websites from time to time for any amendment in the RFP document/s.

5.1.5.3 Client or his Authorised Representatives shall not be liable for any mistake or error on the part of 

the Bidder in respect of the above. 

5.2 Preparation and submission of Proposals 

5.2.1 Language and currency 

5.2.1.1 The Proposal and all related correspondence and documents should be written in the English 

language.  Supporting documents and printed literature furnished by the Bidders with the 

Proposal may be in any other language provided that they are accompanied by appropriate 

translations of the pertinent passages in the English language.  Supporting materials, which are 

not translated into English, may not be considered for evaluation.  For the purpose of 

interpretation and evaluation of the Proposal, the English language translation shall prevail. 

5.2.1.2 The currency for the purpose of the Proposal shall be the Indian National Rupee (INR). 

5.2.2 Proposal validity period and extension 

5.2.2.1 Proposals shall remain valid for a period of 180 days from the opening of technical proposals 

("Proposal Validity Period") and Client may solicit the Bidder‟s consent for extension of the 

period of validity, if required.  Client reserves the right to reject any Proposal, which does not 

meet this requirement. 

5.2.2.2 In exceptional circumstances, prior to expiry of the original Proposal Validity Period, Client may 

request Bidders to extend the validity period for specified additional period.  Bidders, who may 

not extend the validity period, will deem to have withdrawn their Proposal at the expiry of validity 

period.

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5.2.3 Format and signing of Proposals 

5.2.3.1 The Bidders shall prepare electronic copies of the technical and financial e-bid/Proposals 

separately. 

5.2.3.2 Bidders should provide all the information as per the RFP and in the specified formats. Client 

reserves the right to reject any Proposal that is not in the specified formats. 

5.2.3.3 In case the Bidders intends to provide additional information for which specified space in the 

given format is not sufficient, it can be furnished in duly stamped and signed PDFs. 

5.2.4 Submission of e-bid/Proposal 

5.2.4.1 The bid submission module of e-procurement website http://www.uktenders.gov.in enables the 

Bidders to submit the Proposal online in response to this RFP published by the Client. 

Submission can be done till the Proposal Due Date specified in the RFP. Bidders should start 

the process well in advance so that they can submit their Proposal in time. The Bidder should 

submit their Proposal considering the server time displayed in the e- procurement website. This 

server time is the time by which the submission activity will be allowed on the Proposal Due 

Date indicated in the RFP schedule. Once the submission date and time has passed, the 

Bidders cannot submit their Proposals. For delay in submission of Proposal due to any reasons, 

the Bidders shall only be held responsible. 

5.2.4.2 The Bidders must follow the following instructions for submission:

5.2.7 Withdrawal and resubmission of Proposal 

5.2.7.1 At any point of time, a Bidder can withdraw his/her Proposal submitted online before the 

Proposal Due Date. For withdrawing, the Bidder should first log in using his/her login ID and 

password and subsequently by his/her DSC on the e-procurement website http:/ 

/www.uktenders.gov.in The Bidder should then select "My bids" option in the bid submission 

menu. The page listing all the bids submitted by the Bidder will be displayed. Click "View" to see 

the details of the bid to be withdrawn. After selecting the "bid withdrawal" option, the Bidder has 

to click "Yes" to the message- "Do you want to withdraw this bid?" displayed in the bid 

information window for the selected bid.

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5.3 Proposal opening 

After the technical evaluation, the Client shall prepare a list of prequalified Bidders in terms of 

Clause 4.1 for opening of their financial bid. A date, time and venue will be notified to all Bidders 

for announcing the result of evaluation and opening of Financial Bid. Before opening of the 

Financial Bid, the list of pre-qualified Bidders along with their technical scores will be read out. 

The opening of Financial Bid shall be done in presence of respective representatives of Bidders 

who choose to be present. The Client will not entertain any query or clarification from Bidder who 

fail to qualify at any stage of the selection process.  

Bidders are advised that selection shall be entirely at the discretion of the Client. Bidders shall be 

deemed to have understood and agreed that the Client shall not be required to provide any 

explanation or justification in respect of any aspect of the selection process.   

5.3.1 Opening of Proposals 

5.3.1.1 Client or his Authorised Representatives will open all technical e-bids/Proposals, in the presence 

of Bidder`s representatives who choose to attend on the prescribed date of opening at the Client 

office.  

5.3.1.2 The Bidder‟s representatives who are present shall sign a register evidencing their attendance. In 

the event of the specified date e-bid/Proposal opening being declared a holiday for the Client, the 

e –bids shall be opened at the appointed time and place on the next working day. The Bidder who 

is participating in e-bid/Proposal should ensure to submit the RFP fee with their technical proposal 

, as mentioned in Data Sheet,within the duration (strictly within opening & closing date and time of 

individual e-bid/Proposal) of the  work as mentioned in RFP, otherwise, in any case, bid shall be  

rejected. 

5.3.1.3 The Bidders names and the presence or absence of requisite e-bid/Proposal security and such 

other details as the Client at its discretion may consider appropriate, will be announced at the 

opening. The names of such Bidders not meeting the technical specifications and qualification 

requirement shall be notified subsequently. 

5.3.1.4 The Client will prepare minutes of e-bid/Proposal opening. 

5.3.2 Confidentiality 

5.3.2.1 Information relating to the examination, clarification, evaluation, and recommendation for the 

short-listed Bidder/s shall not be disclosed to any person not officially concerned with the process. 

5.3.2.2 After opening of the Proposals, no information relating to the examination, clarification, evaluation 

and comparison of Proposals and recommendations concerning the award of contract shall be 

disclosed to Bidders or their representatives, if any.  Any effort by a Bidder to exert undue or 

unfair influence in the process of examination, clarification, evaluation, and comparison of 

Proposal/s shall result in outright rejection of the offer, made by the said Bidder. 

5.3.3 Tests of responsiveness 

5.3.3.1 During the Test of responsiveness/evaluation of proposal, the following definitions apply: 
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(a) “Deviation” is a departure from the requirements specified in the RFP Document; 

(b) “Reservation” is the setting of limiting conditions or withholding from complete acceptance of 

the requirements specified in the RFP Document; and 

(c) “Omission” is the failure to submit part or all of the information or documentation required in 

the RFP Document 

5.3.3.2 A substantially responsive Technical Bid is one that meets the requirements of the RFP 

Document without material deviation, reservation, or omission. A material deviation, reservation, 

or omission is one that, 

a. if accepted, would: 

i. affect in any substantial way the scope, quality, or performance of the Works specified 
in the Contract; or 

ii. limit in any substantial way, inconsistent with the RFP Document, the Client‟s rights or 
the Bidder‟s obligations under the proposed Contract; or 

b. if rectified, would unfairly affect the competitive position of other Bidders presenting 
substantially responsive bids. 

5.3.3.3 The Client shall examine the technical aspects of the Bid submitted in accordance with clause 

5.3.3.4, in particular, to confirm that all requirements of Terms of Reference have been met 

without any material deviation or reservation 

5.3.3.4 The Proposals shall be considered responsive if: 

a) It is received by the due date and time including any extension thereof pursuant to the 

Data Sheet. 

b) It contains all information as desired in this RFP. 

c) Information is provided as per the formats specified in the RFP. 

d) It mentions the validity period as set out in Data Sheet. 

e) Bids are accompanied with Tender Fee and EMD as specified in the Data Sheet of this 

RFP. 

f) The bid is unconditional. Conditional bids will not be accepted. 

5.3.3.5 If a Proposal is not substantially responsive to the requirements of the RFP Document, it shall 

be rejected by the Client and may not subsequently be made responsive by correction of the 

material deviation, reservation, or omission. 

5.3.4 Clarifications sought by Client 

5.3.4.1 To assist in the process of evaluation of Proposals, Client may, at its sole discretion, ask any 

Bidder for clarification on its Proposal.  The request for clarification and the response shall be in 

writing.  No change in the substance of the Proposal would be permitted by way of such 

clarifications. 
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5.3.5 Proposal evaluation 

5.3.5.1 Submissions from Bidders would first be checked for responsiveness as set out in Clause 5.3.3. 

All Proposals as per form 1 found to be substantially responsive shall be evaluated as per the 

Technical/Evaluation Criteria set out in Clause 4.2 of this RFP. 

5.3.5.2 During the evaluation of Price Bids, the Client shall correct arithmetical errors, if any, on the 

following basis: 

a. if there is a discrepancy between the unit price and the total price that is obtained by 

multiplying the unit price and quantity, the unit price shall prevail and the total price shall 

be corrected, unless in the opinion of the Employer there is an obvious misplacement of 

the decimal point in the unit price, in which case the total price as quoted shall govern 

and the unit price shall be corrected; 

b. if there is an error in a total corresponding to the addition or subtraction of subtotals, the 

subtotals shall prevail and the total shall be corrected; and 

c. if there is a discrepancy between words and figures, the amount in words shall prevail, 

unless the amount expressed in words is related to an arithmetic error, in which case the 

amount in figures shall prevail subject to (a) and (b) above. 

5.3.5.3 If the Bidder that submitted the lowest evaluated bid does not accept the correction of errors, its 

Bid shall be disqualified and its bid security shallbe forfeited. 

5.3.5.4 The Proposal containing the Technical Details in Clause 4.2 of the Bidder/s who do not meet the 

Technical Criteria shall not be considered for further process. 

5.3.5.5 The Employer reserves the right to accept or reject any bid, and to annul the bidding process and 

reject all bids at any time prior to contract award, without thereby incurring any liability to Bidders. 

In case of annulment, all bids submitted and specifically, bid securities, shall be promptly returned 

to the Bidders 
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6 General Conditions of Contract (GCC) 

6.1 General conditions 

6.1.1 Definitions 

Unless the context otherwise requires, the following terms whenever used in this Contract have the 

following meanings: 

a) “Applicable Law” means all laws and other instruments having the force of law in India and are in 

force and effect as of the date hereof and/or laws which may be promulgated or brought into force 

and effect after the date of execution of the Agreement and includes  any statute, law, ordinance, 

notification, rule, regulation, judgment, order, decree, injunctions, by-laws, approval, directive, 

guideline, policy, requirement or other governmental restriction or any similar form of decision 

applicable to the relevant Party and all judgments, decrees, injunctions, and orders of any court, 

tribunal or any quasi-judicial authority, as may be in force and effect during the subsistence  of the 

Project 

b) “Authorised Representatives” shall have the meaning set forth in Clause 6.1.5 

c) “Bidder” means any private or public entity that will provide the Services to the Client under the 

Contract. 

d) “Tender Fee” shall mean the fee as specified in the Data Sheet 

e) “Client” means the “Mela Adhikari” with which the Bidder signs the Contract for the Services 

f) “Client‟s Representative” shall mean Representative(s) appointed by client. 

g) “Contractor” means the successful bidder to whom the Contract has been awarded. 

h) “Contract” or “Agreement” means the Contract signed by the Parties and all the attached 

documents, if any 

i) “Confidentiality” shall have the meaning set forth in Clause 6.2.8 

j) “Dispute” shall have the meaning set forth in Clause 6.1.14 

k) “Eligibility” shall mean the Eligibility Criteria as specified in Clause 4.1 

l) “EMD” means Earnest Money Deposit 

m) “Government” means the Government of Uttarakhand. 

n) “Key Dates” shall mean the dates specified in the Disclaimer and the Data Sheet 

o) “LOA” means Letter of Award 

p) “Mela Period” refers to the period from 11
th
 March 2021 to 27

th
 April 2021 

q) “Official Website” means http://www.uktenders.gov.in 

r) “Party” means the “Client or the Contractor” as the case may be, and “Parties” means both of them

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s) “Personnel” means professionals and support staff provided by the Contractor assigned to perform 

the Services or any part thereof 

t) “Proposal Due Date” shall mean the date as specified in the Data Sheet 

u) “Proposal Validity Period” shall have the meaning set forth in Clause 5.2.2 

v) “RFP” means Request for Proposal i.e.  It is a document that solicits a proposal, made through 

bidding process, by an agency or Client interested in procurement of a commodity, service, or 

valuable asset. 

w) “Nationalised/Scheduled Commercial Bank” means Banks specified in the RBI Act, 1934 and 

amendments thereof 

x) “Services” means the work to be performed by the Contractor pursuant to the Contract. 

y) ñDaysò are calendar days; months are calendar months 

6.1.2 Law Governing Contract 

This Contract, its meaning and interpretation, and the relation between the Parties shall be 

governed by the Applicable Law. 

The documents forming the Contract shall be interpreted in the following order of priority: 

(a) Contract/Agreement, 

(b) Letter of Acceptance, 

(c) Contractor‟s Bid, 

(d) Particular Conditions of Contract, 

(e) General Conditions of Contract, 

(f) RFP 

(g) Specifications, 

(h) Drawings, 

(i) Bill of Quantities (or Schedules of Prices for lump sum 

contracts), and 

(j) any other document listed in the contract dataas forming part of the Contract. 

These regulations for tenders and contracts shall be read in conjunction with the conditions of the 

contract which are referred to herein and shall be subject to modifications, additions, suppression 

by special conditions of the contract and/or special specifications, if any. 

6.1.3 Language and Law 

The RFP, as well as all correspondence and documents relating to the bid exchanged by the 

Bidder and the Employer, shall be written in English. Supporting documents and printed literature 

that are part of the RFP may be in another language provided they are accompanied by an 
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accurate translation of the relevant passages in English language, in which case, for purposes of 

interpretation of the RFP, such translation shall govern. The law that applies to the Contract is the 

law of India 

6.1.4 Notices 

6.1.4.1 Any notice, request or consent required or permitted to be given or made pursuant to this 

Contract shall be in writing.  A notice shall be effective only when it is delivered. Any such 

notice, request or consent shall be deemed to have been given or made when delivered in 

person to an Authorized Representative of the Party to whom the communication is addressed. 

6.1.4.2 A Party may change its address for notice hereunder by giving the other Party a notice in writing 

of such change to the address. 

6.1.5 Authorised Representatives 

Any action required or permitted to be taken, and any document required or permitted to be 

executed under this Contract by the Client or the Contractor may be taken or executed on their 

behalf by the officials specified in the Contract.  

6.1.6 Taxes and Duties 

The price quoted by the bidder shall be inclusive of GST , all duties and other taxes if any . 

6.1.7 Fraud and Corruption 

6.1.7.1 Government of Uttarakhand requires the Employer, as well as Contractors, Subcontractors, 

manufacturers, and Consultants; observe the highest standard of ethics during the procurement 

and execution of such contracts. In pursuit of this policy, the Employer: 

(a) defines, for the purposes of this provision, the terms set forth below as follows 

(i) “corrupt practice” means the offering, giving, receiving, or soliciting, directly or 

indirectly, anything of value to influence improperly the actions of another party. 

(ii) “fraudulent practice” means any act or omission, including a misrepresentation, 

that knowingly or recklessly misleads, or attempts to mislead, a party to obtain a 

financial or other benefit or to avoid an obligation. 

(iii) “coercive practice” means impairing or harming, or threatening to impair or harm, 

directly or indirectly, any party or the property of the party to influence improperly 

the actions of a party. 

(iv) “collusive practice” means an arrangement between two or more parties 

designed to achieve an improper purpose, including influencing improperly the 

actions of another party; and. 

(b) will sanction a firm or an individual, at any time, in accordance with Government of 

Uttarakhand‟s Anticorruption Policy and Integrity Principles and Guidelines, including 

declaring ineligible, either indefinitely or for a stated period of time, to participate in 

Government of Uttarakhand-financed or Government of Uttarakhand-administered 

activities or to benefit from an Government of Uttarakhand-financed or Government of 

Uttarakhand-administered contract, financially or otherwise, if it at any time determines 
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that the firm or individual has, directly or through an agent, engaged in corrupt, fraudulent, 

collusive, or coercive or other prohibited practices 

6.1.7.2 Measures to be taken 

The Client will cancel the Contract if representatives of the Contractor are engaged in corrupt, 

fraudulent, collusive or coercive practices during the selection process or the execution of the 

contract; 

The Client will sanction the Contractor, including declaring the Contractor ineligible, either 

indefinitely or for a stated period of time, to be awarded a contract if it at any time determines that 

the Contractor has, directly or through an agent, engaged in corrupt, fraudulent, collusive or 

coercive practices in competing for, or in executing, the said contract. 

6.1.8 Insurance 

6.1.8.1 The Contractor shall provide, in the joint names of the Client and the Contractor, insurance cover 

from the Start Date to the end of the contract Period, in the amounts and deductibles mentioned 

hereunder for the following events which are due to the Contractor‟s risks: 

 

(a)     loss of or damage to the Works, Plant, and Materials: Full Replacement cost 

(b)     loss of or damage to Equipment: Full replacement/repair cost 

(c)     loss  of  or  damage  to  property  (except  the  Works,   Plant, Materials, and Equipment) in 

connection with the Contract: Full replacement/repair cost 

(d)     personal injury or death: of the Contractorôs employees / other people 

 

The minimum insurance cover for Third Party Liability Insurance injury is Rs. 1.00 lakh and death 

is Rs. 5.00 lakh per occurrence with the number of occurrences limited to four. After each 

occurrence, Contractor will pay additional premium necessary to make insurance valid for four 

occurrences always 

 

6.1.8.2 The Contractor shall at its own cost obtain and maintain all the requisite insurance for the Scope 

of work including goods and services Policies  and  certificates  for  insurance  shall  be  delivered  

by  the Contractor to the Client for the Client‟s approval before the Start Date.  All such insurance 

shall provide for compensation to be payable in the types and proportions of currencies required 

to rectify the loss or damage incurred. 

 

6.1.8.3 If the Contractor does not provide any of the policies and certificates required, the Client may 

affect the insurance which the Contractor should have provided and recover the premiums the 

Client  has paid from payments otherwise due to the Contractor or, if no payment is due, the 

payment of the premiums shall be a debt due. 

 

Alterations to the terms of an insurance shall not be made without the approval of the Client‟s 

Representative.. 
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6.1.8.4 Before commencing execution of the work, the Contractor shall without in any way limiting his 

obligations and responsibilities under this condition,  insure  against any  damage, loss or injury 

which may occur to any property public  liability by arising out of the carrying out of the contract. 

For this purpose the Contractor shall take out, pay all costs and maintain throughout the period of 

his contract public liability. 

6.1.9 Laws to be abided by Contractor 

6.1.9.1 The Contractor shall also comply with the provisions of all Acts, Laws, any Regulation or Bye 

Laws and modifications thereof of any Local or other Statutory Authority applicable in relation to 

the execution of works such as: 

i)  Payment of Wages Act, 1936 (Amended) 

ii)  Minimum Wages Act, 1948 (Amended). 

iii) The Contract Labour (Regulation & Abolition) Act, 1970 with Rules framed there under as 

amended.    

iv) Workmen Compensation Act, 1923 as amended by Amendment Act no.65 of 1976.          

v)  Employer's Liability Act 1938 (Amended)    

vi) Maternity Benefit Act. 1961 (Amended) 

vii) The Industrial Employment (Standing orders) Act 1946 (Amended). 

viii) The Industrial Disputes Act. 1947 (Amended) 

ix) Payment of Bonus Act.1965 and Amended Act No. 43 of 1977 and No. 48 of 1978 and 

any amended thereof:  

ix) The Personal Injuries (Compensation Insurance) Act 1963 and any modifications thereof 

and rules made thereunder from time to time. The Contractor shall take into account all the above 

and financial liabilities in his quoted rates and nothing extra, whatsoever, shall be payable to him 

on this account. 

The list is indicative only, otherwise the Contractor should be aware of all the Acts/Labour Laws 

and should follow diligently at work. The Contractor shall be fully and personally responsible for 

the violation of any Act/Labour Law. Abiding by all laws shall be Contractor‟s responsibility at its 

own cost. 

6.1.9.2 The Contractor shall provide equal wages and benefits to men and women for work of equal 

value or type 

6.1.9.3 The Contractor shall not employ any child to perform work, including work that is economically 

exploitative, or is likely to be hazardous to, or to interfere with, the child‟s education, or to be 

harmful to the child‟s health or physical, mental, spiritual, moral, or social development. “Child” 

means a child below the statutory minimum age of 18 Years 
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6.1.9.4 The Contractor shall not employ “forced and compulsory labor” in any form. “Forced or 

compulsory labor consists of all works or service, not voluntary performed that is extracted from 

an individual under threat or force or penalty. 

6.1.10 Liquidity Damages and penalties 

6.1.10.1 Liquidated Damages  

In case of delay in completion of Services, liquidated damages not exceeding an amount equal to 

0.5% (zero point five percent) of the Agreement/contract Value per day, subject to a maximum of 

10% (ten per cent) of the Agreement/contract Value shall be imposed and shall be recovered by 

appropriation from the Performance Security. However, in case of delay due to reasons beyond 

the control of the Contractor, suitable extension of time shall be granted.  

The Client shall have the right to invoke and appropriate the proceeds of the Performance 

Security, in whole or in part, without notice to the Contractor in the event of breach of any terms 

and conditions and/or obligations under this Agreement or for recovery of liquidated damages 

specified in this Clause 6.1.11. 

6.1.10.2 Penalty 

a) The failure to employ adequate number of persons resulting in delay in provision of 

material onsite and supply of miscellaneous items or sub-standard service will be 

considered as breach of the terms and conditions under the agreement. Client or his 

Authorised Representatives may impose a penalty depending upon the quantum of 

breach for such cases as per its discretion 

b) In the event of failure of the Contractor to recoup the quality in the mutually agreed time 

frame, the Client shall be entitled to terminate the contract and forfeit performance 

security. The Client may impose additional penalty depending upon the quantum of 

breach for such cases. 

6.2 Commencement, Completion, Modification and Termination of Contract 

6.2.1 Effectiveness of Contract 

This Contract shall come into effect from the date “the effective date” the Contract is signed by 

both Parties.   

6.2.2 Commencement of Services 

The Contractor shall begin carrying out the Services as per the date communicated by the client 

to the Contractor in the LOA 

6.2.3 Expiration of Contract 

Unless terminated earlier pursuant to Clause 6.2.6 hereof, this Contract shall expire at the end of 

such time period after the Effective Date as specified in the RFP or the Contract. 
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6.2.4 Modifications or Variations 

6.2.4.1 The Client shall have power to order the Contractor to do any or all the following as considered 

necessary or advisable during the progress of the work by him. 

¶ Increase or decrease of any item of work included in the contract or Annexure 1 – Bill of 

Quantities 

¶ Omit any item of work in the contract of Annexure 1 – Bill of Quantities 

¶ Change the character or quality or kind of any item of work in the contract or Annexure 1 – 

Bill of Quantities; 

¶ Change the levels, lines, positions and dimensions of any part of the work in the contract or 

Annexure 1 – Bill of Quantities; 

¶ Execute additional items of work of any kind necessary for the completion of the works; 

Change in any specified sequence, methods or timing of construction of any part of the work; 

¶ Change the location of the works and 

¶ Any other item as desired by the Client 

6.2.4.2 The Bidder acknowledges that the no of units actually taken on rental by the Client is subject to 

change. The actual payment shall made on the number of units availed by the Client, agreed 

rate and number of days actually deployed in the contract. The Contractor shall be bound to 

carry out the work in accordance with any instructions in this connection, which may be given to 

him in writing by the Client or his Authorised Representatives and such alteration shall not vitiate 

or invalidate the contract. 

6.2.4.3 Changes in the Contract Price 

I.    In the case of an admeasurements contract: 

a. If requested by the Client‟s Representative, the Contractor shall provide the him with a 

detailed cost breakdown of any rate in the Bill of Quantities. 

II.  In the case of a lump sum contract, the Activity Schedule shall be amended by the 

Contractor to accommodate changes of Program or method of working made at the Contractor‟s 

own discretion. Prices in the Activity Schedule shall not be altered when the Contractor makes 

such changes to the Activity Schedule. 

6.2.4.4 Variations 

a. All Variations shall be included in updated Programs, and, in the case of a lump sum 

contract, also in the Activity Schedule, produced by the Contractor. 

b. In the case of an admeasurements contract, if the work in variation requires an adjustment 

of rate to be applied to varied quantities in accordance with clause 6.2.4.3 above, the 

Client‟s Representative shall apply the least of thefollowing rates for the varied quantities, (i) 

prevalent market rates, (ii)the rates as per the Uttarakhand Public Works Department 

Schedule of Rates and (iii) rates in the Bill of Quantities for the item under consideration. 

c. In the case of an admeasurements contract, if the work in the Variation requires addition of 

particular extra items in the Bill of Quantities, the rates for such extra items shall be in the 
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form of new rates for the relevant items of work decided from the Uttarakhand Public Works 

Department Schedule of Rates 

6.2.5 Force Majeure 

6.2.5.1 Definition 

For the purposes of this Agreement, “Force Majeure” means an event which is beyond the 

reasonable control of a Party, and which makes a Party‟s performance of its obligations 

hereunder impossible or so impractical as reasonably to be considered impossible in the 

circumstances, and includes, but is not limited to, war, riots, civil disorder, earthquake, fire, 

explosion, storm, flood or other adverse weather conditions, strikes, lockouts or other industrial 

action (except where such strikes, lockouts or other industrial action are within the power of the 

Party invoking Force Majeure to prevent), confiscation or any other action by government 

agencies 

Force Majeure shall not include (i) any event which is caused by the negligence or intentional 

action of a Party or such Party‟s Sub-Consultant or agents or employees, nor (ii) any event which 

a diligent Party could reasonably have been expected to both (A) take into account at the time of 

the conclusion of this Agreement, and (B) avoid or overcome in the carrying out of its obligations 

hereunder. 

Force Majeure shall not include insufficiency of funds or failure to make any payment required 

hereunder. 

6.2.5.2 No Breach of Contract 

The failure of a Party to fulfil any of its obligations under the Contract shall not be considered to 

be a breach of, or default, under this Contract insofar as such inability arises from an event of 

Force Majeure, provided that the Party affected by such an event (a) has taken all reasonable 

precautions, due care and reasonable alternative measures in order to carry out the terms and 

conditions of this Contract, and (b) has informed the other Party as soon as possible about the 

occurrence of such an event. 

6.2.5.3 Extension of Time 

Any period within which a Party shall, pursuant to this Contract, complete any action or task, shall 

be extended for a period equal to the time during which such Party was unable to perform such 

action as a result of Force Majeure. 

6.2.5.4 Payments 

During the period of their inability to perform the Services as a result of an event of Force 

Majeure, the Contractor shall be entitled to continue to be paid under the terms of this Contract, 
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6.2.6 Termination 

Either Party may terminate the Contract with immediate effect by serving prior written notice to the 

other party if services are not possible to be rendered as per Applicable Laws or professional 

obligations.  

6.2.6.1 By the Client 

The Client may terminate this Contract in case of the occurrence of any of the events specified in 

paragraphs (a) through (f) of this Clause 6.2.6.1. In such an occurrence the Client shall give not 

less than thirty (30) days‟ written notice of termination to the Contractor, and sixty (60) days‟ in the 

case of the event referred to in (e). 

a) If the Contractor does not remedy a failure in the performance of their obligations under the 

Contract, within thirty (30) days after being notified or within any further period as the Client 

may have subsequently approved in writing. 

b) If the Contractor becomes insolvent or bankrupt. 

c) If the Contractor, in the judgment of the Client has engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices 

in competing for or in executing the Contract. 

d) If, as the result of Force Majeure, the Contractor is unable to perform a material portion of 

the Services for a period of not less than sixty (60) days. 

e) If the Client, in its sole discretion and for any reason whatsoever, decides to terminate this 

Contract. 

f) If the Contractor fails to comply with any final decision reached as a result of arbitration 

proceedings pursuant to Clause 6.2.14 hereof. 

g)  the Contractor does not maintain a Security, which is required 

h) Notwithstanding all the above, the Employer may terminate the Contract for convenience 

6.2.6.2 By the Contractor 

The Contractor may terminate this Contract, by not less than thirty (30) days‟ written notice to the 

Client, such notice to be given after the occurrence of any of the events specified in paragraphs 

(a) through (c) of this Clause 6.2.6: 

a) If the Client fails to pay any money due to the Contractor pursuant to this Contract and not 

subject to dispute pursuant to Clause 6.2.14 Hereof within forty-five (45) days after 

receiving written notice from the Contractor that such payment is overdue. 

b) If, as the result of Force Majeure, the Contractor is unable to perform a material portion of 

the Services for a period of not less than sixty (60) days.  

c) If the Client fails to comply with any final decision reached as a result of arbitration pursuant 

to Clause 6.2.14.4 hereof. 

6.2.6.3 Payment upon Termination 
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Upon termination of this Contract pursuant to Clauses 6.2.6, the Client shall make the following 

payments to the Contractor: 

a) payment pursuant to Clause 6.2.12 for Services satisfactorily performed prior to the effective 

date of termination. 

b) except in the case of termination pursuant to paragraphs (a) through (c), and (f) of Clause 

6.2.6.1, reimbursement of any reasonable cost incident to the prompt and orderly termination 

of the Contract, including the cost of the return travel of the Personnel and their eligible 

dependents. 

c) If the Contract is terminated for the Employer‟s convenience or because of a fundamental 

breach of Contract by the Employer, the Engineer shall issue a certificate for the value of the 

work done, Materials ordered, the reasonable cost of removal of Equipment, repatriation of 

the Contractor‟s personnel employed solely on the Works, and the Contractor‟s costs of 

protecting and securing the Works, and less advance payments received up to the date of 

the certificate 

6.2.7 Obligations of the Contractor 

6.2.7.1 Standard of Performance 

The Contractor shall perform the Services and carry out their obligations hereunder with all due 

diligence, efficiency and economy, in accordance with generally accepted professional standards 

and practices, and shall observe sound management practices, and employ appropriate 

technology safe and effective equipment, machinery, materials and methods.  The Contractor 

shall always act, in respect of any matter relating to this Contract or to the Services, as faithful 

advisers to the Client, and shall at all times support and safeguard the Client‟s legitimate interests 

in any dealings with third Parties. 

6.2.7.2 Responsibility of the Contractor 

The Contractor shall be fully responsible for site review and event of the services conforming to 

relevant Indian or International standards in accordance with the specifications and drawings duly 

approved by the Client or his Authorised Representatives. The Contractor shall be responsible for 

design, execution of the event including procurement, construction, complete management, 

coordination, testing and commissioning  

The Contractor shall optimally utilize the land (allotted area) available for installation/ construction 

of various facilities/components  

The Contractor may commence execution of services on the start date and shall carry out the 

services in accordance with the program submitted by the Contractor, as updated with the 

approval of the Client or his Authorised Representatives, and complete them by the intended 

completion date. 

The workmanship shall be of high order and quality so as to prevent accidents and damaging of 

the environment and surroundings. 
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No damage in any case shall be caused to the existing structure. The Contractor shall be held 

responsible in occurrence of any such incident and will be responsible for the cost of required 

rectifications  

Site shall be returned to the Client as it was in the original condition and completely free of any 

garbage and temporary structures. 

In the conduct of cleaning activities and operation of equipment, the Contractor shall utilize such 

practicable methods and devices as are reasonably available to control, and minimize air/noise 

pollution 

Notwithstanding anything mentioned in this RFP, the Contractor shall ensure compliance with all 

Applicable Laws and any guidelines which have been issued by the government or Client from 

time to time.  

6.2.8 Confidentiality 

Except with the prior written consent of the Client, the Contractor and the Personnel shall not at 

any time communicate to any person or entity any confidential information acquired in the course 

of the Services, nor shall the Contractor and the Personnel make public the recommendations 

formulated in the course of, or as a result of, the Services. Except as otherwise permitted by the 

Contract, neither of the parties may disclose to third parties the contents of the Contract or any 

information/report/advice provided by or on behalf of the other that ought reasonably to be treated 

as confidential and/or proprietary. Parties may, however, disclose such confidential information to 

the extent that it: (a) is or becomes public other than through a breach of the Contract, (b) is 

subsequently received by the receiving party from a third party who, to the receiving party‟s 

knowledge, owes no obligation of confidentiality to the disclosing party with respect to that 

information, (c) was known to the receiving party at the time of disclosure or is thereafter created 

independently, (d) is disclosed as necessary to enforce the receiving party‟s rights under the 

Contract, or (e) must be disclosed under Applicable Law, legal process or professional 

regulations. These obligations shall be valid for a period of 3 years from the date of termination of 

the Contract. 

6.2.9 Documents prepared by the Contractor to be the property of the Client 

6.2.9.1 All deliverables in the form of data, software, designs, utilities, tools, models, systems and other 

methodologies and know-how (“Materials”) submitted by the Contractor under this Contract shall, 

not later than upon termination or expiration of this Contract, be delivered to the Client, together 

with a detailed inventory thereof. 

6.2.9.2 Except as otherwise permitted by the Contract, neither of the parties may disclose to third parties 

the contents of the Contract or any information/report/advice provided by or on behalf of the other 

that ought reasonably to be treated as confidential and/or proprietary. Parties may, however, 

disclose such confidential information to the extent that it: (a) is or becomes public other than 

through a breach of the Contract, (b) is subsequently received by the receiving party from a third 

party who, to the receiving party‟s knowledge, owes no obligation of confidentiality to the 
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disclosing party with respect to that information, (c) was known to the receiving party at the time 

of disclosure or is thereafter created independently, (d) is disclosed as necessary to enforce the 

receiving party‟s rights under the Contract, or (e) must be disclosed under Applicable Law, legal 

process or professional regulations. These obligations shall be valid for a period of 3 years from 

the date of termination of the Contract. 

6.2.10 Accounting 

The Contractor shall keep accurate and systematic accounts and records in respect of the 

Services hereunder, in accordance with internationally accepted accounting principles and in such 

form and detail as will clearly identify all relevant time changes and costs, and the bases thereof.
